The Battle for Faith! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Feb 7-13, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Did you consider your parents permissive or strict and why?” This week, we begin a new series titled, “Inconvenient Battles.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Colossians 2:1-10. 
Note to leaders: Because of the nature of this discussion and the passage, there is a danger of your group members bashing specific denominations or groups. Please be mindful of this and be sure to steer the discussion away from such talk. What’s most important is not that we point out the faults of the belief’s of others, but that we can clearly understand and communicate the truth of what God teaches us through the Bible.
1. Why is it important to continue to grow in Christ after becoming a Christian?
2. How does the world determine truth?

3. One false belief in our time is the idea that there is more than one way to get heaven. Why is it so difficult for people to accept the Biblical truth that Jesus is the one and only way to heaven?
4. Read 1 Corinthians 2:13-14. Can you briefly share any experiences in your life of rejection because of your Christian beliefs?
5. What are some things you can do to help to keep you from falling into deceptive or false beliefs?   
6. How can you help others on the battle for faith?
7. How can we pray for one another? (Don’t forget to pray for your FRAN’s)
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
