The Battle for the Mind! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Feb 14-20, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What’s the funniest or strangest law you’ve ever heard of?” This week, we continue in a series titled, “Inconvenient Battles.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Colossians 2:11-19. 
This is the second in our series on Inconvenient Battles. Today, we are discussing the battle for our minds. Even after becoming a Christian, there is still the tendency in our lives to veer back towards that old sin nature. Sometimes it comes through in our actions, but most often it begins within our minds. We’ll talk more in-depth about our thinking in a couple of weeks, but for today, we are focusing on the effects of our bent towards sin and how we can overcome it.
1. What does it mean to “put off” or “cut away” the sinful nature?
2. What happens to us when we invite Jesus into our life and we try to hang on to the old, sinful nature?

3. How did Jesus’ death on the cross disarm spiritual powers and authorities?
4. Sometimes our sin is not in what we do, but in what we think about. How has your thinking changed from the time when you were not a Christian to after you became a Christian?
5. What have you done and would encourage others to do to triumph over your old sinful nature?

6. What are some areas in your life that you feel like that enemy has not been disarmed and defeated? 
7. How can we pray for one another? (Don’t forget to pray for your FRAN’s)
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
