Life Group Agenda for the week of March 7-13, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What TV show best reflects your household?” This week, we begin a series titled, “Inconvenient Relationships.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Colossians 3:16-19. 
This week’s agenda is focusing on the relationship between a husband and wife. If you are in a singles group, you could discuss the passage and topic from the standpoint of what you would want your marriage to look like or some of the pitfalls that you’ve seen people encounter in marriage. Whatever your current situation, there are always lessons that can be learned from any topic covered in the Bible, so pray that the Lord would guide your group to learn the most that you can from this passage. As you discuss, think also in terms of what it means to be a godly man or a godly woman. 

1. According to these verses, how should husbands and wives treat each other?
2. In your opinion, whether you are married or single, what do you think it takes to do marriage God’s way? How hard is it?
3. What qualities did you see in your parent’s marriage that you have or would like to have as a part of your marriage?
4. What would you do different from what you saw of your parent’s marriage?

5. What Biblical principles could you share with a couple struggling in their marriage?
6. If you are single or you know someone that is single, what principles can be gleaned from these verses and applied to a person’s dating life?
7. How can we pray for one another? (Don’t forget to pray for your FRAN’s)
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
