Parenthood! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of March 14-20, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “When you were a kid, what’s the dumbest thing your Parents ever caught you doing or saying?” This week, we are in the midst of a series titled, “Inconvenient Relationships.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Colossians 3:16-17; 20-21. 
 In this agenda, we’ll discuss the relationship between parents and their children. There are lots of struggles that families face in their relationships, but by following God’s principles and plans for our lives, we can overcome those difficulties. Think about what your Life Group can do to minister to families in your area as you discuss this topic.
1. According to these verses, how should a child relate to their parent and how should a parent(s) relate to their child?
2. In your opinion, why do people in our culture struggle with the parent/child relationship?
3. What impact on our society does parenting have from one generation to the next?
4. Were your parents encouraging towards you or were they often critical and discouraging in their attitudes and actions? How did that impact your view of yourself? 
5. What are some parenting attributes or methods you want to do differently from how you were raised?  What are some that you want/hope to put into practice?
6. What does it mean to honor our parents? What if someone’s parents were not honorable people – what should they do?  
7. What steps can we take to honor our parents now (even if they have passed away) that would be pleasing to and honoring of the Lord?
8. How can we pray for one another? (Don’t forget to pray for your FRAN’s)
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Has your group done a missions project for the first quarter of the year? If not, plan one before you leave this meeting. If you have done one, begin thinking and praying about a project for next quarter.
2. Begin praying about who you need to invite to our Easter Services the first weekend in April (take a look at your FRAN list for ideas). Then check the church web site to see the opportunities at each of our campuses. 
3. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
