Life Group Agenda for the week of March 28-April 3, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Can you describe for us the craziest neighbor you’ve ever had?” This week, we are in the midst of a series titled, “Inconvenient Relationships.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Colossians 4:2-18. 
Community is all about relationships and relationships are what God is all about. As we relate to others in our lives, we should be praying for them continually and asking the Lord to open up doors of opportunity to witness to them. As you discuss the following questions, think about specific individuals in your life who need to know Christ Jesus as their Savior and Lord.   
1. In verse 3, it reads that we should be “devoted” to prayer and to have an “alert” mind.  What distracts you from praying daily or even distracts you while you are praying?
2. What is the difference between praying with a purpose and praying without a purpose?
3. To what purpose should we pray?

4. The purpose behind Paul’s final instructions is sharing the Gospel of Jesus with the Lost.  What responsibilities do we have to reach out to our friends, relatives, associates and neighbors? 
5. Looking at verse 5, what are examples of actions that cause Christians to “blend in” or to be “set apart”?  
6. Do you have an example of when not blending in with the crowd has led to a witnessing opportunity?
Answer the two final questions in your groups of 2 or 3:
7. How can we help each other to be prepared and able to engage or respond in opportunities to share the Good News of Jesus?

8. How can we pray for one another? (Don’t forget to pray for your FRAN’s)
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Be sure to invite those you’ve been praying for to our Easter Services this weekend. Check the church web site for days and times of services and activities at each of our campuses.
2. How is your group doing with your FRAN list? Let your community or campus pastor know how many are on your list and what answers to prayers you have seen as a group. 
3. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
