Inconvenient Love! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of April 4-10, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Who was the kindest teacher you ever had in school?” Next week we will begin our 40 Days of Love series. This week’s discussion is an introduction to the concepts we’ll discover in that series. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read John 3:16. 
John 3:16 may be the most quoted and most well-known verse in the Bible, at least among believers. Today we are considering what this love that God has shown us is all about and how we can express that love in a world that tends to be very confused about love.   
1. Aside from the love of Jesus and your family, what’s the greatest act of love anyone has ever shown you? 
2. Is the love that God had for the world a feeling or an action? What does this tell you about love?
3. If someone said to you that God doesn’t love you. How could you prove them wrong? What evidence could you produce?
4. What are some one-word descriptions you may have of God’s love? 
Answer the these  questions in your groups of 2 or 3:
5. God’s love for us is so amazing, it compels us to show others that same kind of love. Did you commit any unloving actions this past week that you now regret? What can you do to correct that situation?
6. How can we pray for one another? (Don’t forget to pray for your FRAN’s)
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Tell us about a FRAN that attended an Easter weekend service with you. What can we do to minister to them?
2.  This Wednesday, April 7th is Prayer and Praise night at each of our campuses. This is a time for us to come together as a church and lift our voices and our prayers to the Lord. It’s always uplifting and inspiring. 
3. The next round of Grow & Serve classes will be starting on April 14th at each of our campuses. Check the bulletin, church web site, or Collaborate brochure for specific classes being offered.

4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
