What’s Love Got To Do With It? 

Life Group Agenda for the week of April 11-17, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What’s one of your favorite love songs and what does it say about love?” This week, we beginning a series titled, “40 Days of Love.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Mark 12:28-31. 

   1 Corinthians 14:1 in The New Living Translation says, “Let love be your highest goal!” Jesus told us that the two greatest commandments are to love God and love others. It seems that God is concerned that we respond and relate to everyone in a kind and loving manner. As you discuss the passage for today, think about what the world would be like if everyone prioritized love as their highest goal.
1. Why do you think that Jesus said these two commandments are the greatest?
2. What challenges are there in making your love for God and love for others your highest priority?
3. What do you think it means to love others as much as you love yourself?

Break into groups of 2 or 3 (men with men and women with women) for these next questions:
4. What are some ways that you express your love for God? 

5. What are some ways you express your love for others?   
6. How could we do a better job of showing God and others we love them and that love is our highest priority (at home, at work, at school, in the neighborhood)?
7. How can we pray for one another? (Don’t forget to pray for your FRAN’s)
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Referring to your FRAN (Friends, Relatives, Associate, Neighbors) list, decide on one person from the list that the group can do something for in the next week to show Christ’s love to them?
2. Talk about how you can fulfill your prayer strategy and your quarterly missions outreach in conjunction with this 40 Days of Love emphasis.
3. Leaders, please take some time to check on the progress of your group members through the Belong track. Be sure that they have attended “I Want to Know,” worked through the “Live” or “Grow” books, attended a Victory Weekend, etc. 

4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
