The Way You Love Me! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of April 25-May 1, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What is your favorite excuse for not doing something?” This week, we continue our series titled, “40 Days of Love.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read 1 Corinthians 13:4 & Luke 10:33-35. 

   In this discussion, we continue to think about the positive results in our lives when we make love our highest priority. A great example of showing love to someone is in our main passage from Luke 10, the story of the “Good Samaritan. 
1. Have you ever had a time when you needed a “Good Samaritan”? Did anyone ignore you and pass you by without stopping to help? How did it all turn out?
2. On a scale of 1-10, how would you rate yourself on being sensitive to the needs of others and why?
3. What risks are involved in being kind and reaching out to others?

Break into groups of 2 or 3 (men with men and women with women) for these next questions:
4. Verse 34 indicates that the Samaritan tended to the wounds of the man on the road. What “wounds” do you see in the lives of those in your circle of influence and what can be done to help heal those wounds?
5. Opportunities to minister are often disguised as interruptions. What steps can you take to see the interruptions of life as opportunities for ministry?
6. How can we pray for one another? (Don’t forget to pray for your FRAN’s)
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Rather than passing by someone who needs help this week, plan to reach out to that person with an act of kindness.

2. If you haven’t already done so, plan an event for your group where you can reach out to someone in the church or the community with a practical expression of love.
3. City Park is coming up on April 30. This is a great time of fellowship for our Life Groups and campuses. Check the church web site or the weekend bulletin for more information.
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
