Say You Love Me! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of May 2-8, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “When in your life have you felt the most loved?” This week, we continue our series titled, “40 Days of Love.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read 1 Corinthians 13:6 & 2 Corinthians 7:8-9, 12. 

1. Can you describe a time when someone loved you enough to tell you what you needed to hear, rather than what you wanted to hear? How did it help?
2. When we confront others, our motive should be to speak the truth in love. How can we tell if our motive to speak the truth in love is pure or not?
3. What could hinder you or someone you know from being willing to hear the truth they need to hear?

4. If you confront someone truthfully and lovingly about something they need to change and then they change, how would that make you feel and what impact would that have? 

Break into groups of 2 or 3 (men with men and women with women) for these next questions:
5. Have you ever confronted someone in a not so loving way? What did you do or what can you do to repair the relationship?
6. Maybe the Lord has put someone on your heart that you need to share the truth with. How can we support you in that endeavor?
7. How can we pray for one another? (Don’t forget to pray for your FRAN’s)
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. If you thought of someone you need to share an affirming truth with, make a list of the positive qualities that person possesses and then make a plan for what you will say and how you will say it. Pray that the Lord will use the encounter to bring you closer in relationship with the other person and that they will be able to draw closer to the Lord.
2. If you haven’t already done so, plan an event for your group where you can reach out to someone in the church or the community with a practical expression of love.
3. Our next Leadership Summit is May 15th. All leaders and potential leaders are encouraged to attend.
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
