Love Will Keep Us Together! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of May 16-22, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “If you could play any musical instrument, what would it be and what songs would you play?” This week, we continue our series titled, “40 Days of Love.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read I Corinthians 13:5, Phil 2:4-5.
1. How would you describe the attitude of Christ Jesus?
2. Tell about a time when someone did something unselfish for you. How did that impact you?

3. We all have moments of selfishness in life. What normally leads up to these moments?

Break into groups of 2 or 3 (men with men and women with women) for these next questions:
4. Look at the following list and then discuss the questions. 
Denying yourself is . . .                                     
___ When you can see successful people without feeling jealous
___ When you share your faith even when you may be insulted or put down

___ When you can accept criticism and learn from it

___ When you accept interruptions as divine appointments

___ When you don’t seek praise or fish for criticism 

5. Which of these things listed is the easiest for you to do? Which is most challenging to you? Why?
6. What can you do to grow in the areas where you are weakest and how will that impact your relationships?
7. How can we pray for one another? (Don’t forget to pray for your FRAN’s)
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Think of someone who is a casual acquaintance from church, school, or work and think of one unselfish act of kindness you can do for them this week.
2. Be sure to check on the discipleship progress of the people in your group. Have they attended an “I Want to Know” class, been baptized, worked through the Live or Grow books or any other steps that need to be recorded? Let your community or campus pastor know of the progress.
3. Have you had a prayer emphasis recently in your group (i.e., A night of prayer, or a prayer walk of your neighborhood)? 
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
