Life Group Agenda for the week of May 23-29, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “(Make up your own Icebreaker tonight!!)?” This week, we continue our series titled, “40 Days of Love.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read I Corinthians 13:7.
1. List some Characteristics of a loving heart?
2. What is the greatest lesson about love you’ve learned in the last 6 weeks? Which relationships has this impacted in your life?
3. How has this study during the 40 Days of Love helped you to rely on Christ’s strength to love others?

Break into groups of 2 or 3 (men with men and women with women) for these next questions:
4. In the sermon this week, we talked about the Physical (Rest, Balanced Diet, Regular Exercise), Emotional (Solitude, Recreation, and Laughter), and Spiritual (Daily Quiet Time, Life Group, & Worship) habits of a loving heart. What habit of a loving heart do you need to work on the most?
5. How would strengthening that habit help you in your relationships?

6. What is something practical you can do to develop that habit?
7. How can we pray for one another? (Don’t forget to pray for your FRAN’s)
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. As a group, celebrate what God has done in the lives of group members through the 40 Days of Love Emphasis. Make a note of some of the testimonies shared and send to your community or campus pastor.
2. Plan a fellowship time to invite your FRAN’s and any other people you are building a relationship with as a result of the 40 Days of Love emphasis.
3. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
