An Hour of Prayer 
Life Group Agenda for the week of May 30-June 5, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Explain that this week, we are going to take some time to pray. We often do not spend the time in prayer that we should both as individuals and as a group, so we want to provide this opportunity with more like it in the future to focus on talking to the Father. The plan is to pray through six sections of prayer needs for ten minutes each. You will find detailed instructions below.
WORSHIP & WORD (1 Hour) – These elements are combined this week for the time of prayer. You may want to read a passage of scripture such as Psalm 139, Psalm 29, Psalm 63 or a passage of your choice that exalts the Lord. (You can release the Children to their Kids Slot at this time or allow the children to stay and experience this time with the adults).

Praying for an hour with you group can be very powerful and energizing for every person who joined you. Everyone should pray out loud and at the same time so no one has to listen to others pray (which gets boring and can make you sleepy). By the way, the rest of the world prays this way so it's not as freaky as you might be led to think.

Each section below covers 5-10 minutes of prayer... someone should call out, "Now lets move on to the next section and pray for ____________" and read the top line, then start praying out loud so others don't feel weird being the first one to start off.

Read Psalm 96:1-3 - Praise and adoration to your Creator
Begin your hour of prayer by praising God for his holiness and purity, which he freely shares with you through the shed blood of Jesus Christ. Thank him for his goodness and desire to bless you. Praise him for his patience and loyalty, even when you don’t deserve it. Give him honor for the gifts and talents you posses, and be specific! Thank him for protecting you in ways you know about and those you will not know of until you meet him in glory. Finally, thank him for the privilege of being his representative in this dark and hurting world.

Read Psalm 96:4-5 -Pray about your priorities in Life

Ask God to reveal things that are keeping you from worshiping and serving Him. Petition God to be the kind of fellow small group member, friend, husband, wife, son, daughter, mother, father, ex-husband, or ex-wife that he would want you to be: slow to anger, quick to praise, full of wisdom, and to become a person of greater patience and grace. Thank God for each person in your small group and family by name, highlighting one or two ways you see God shining through them, including skills, abilities, and talents. Then petition God to be the kind of supervisor, employee, co-worker, or student that is a ray of hope, refreshment, and encouragement to those around you. If you are willing to be specific in this area when you pray, you'll run out of time!

Read Psalm 96:6-9 Pray for our church, the staff members, and their families
Pray for protection for Celebration Church. Pray for each of our campuses. Pray for the Metairie congregation as they plan the move to the Airline Drive facility. Pray for the sale of our Transcontinental property. We’re working hard to reach people for Christ and Satan is never happy about that. Ask God to protect the members, family units, small groups, and leadership. Take your time and think through families, groups, and lay leaders.  Pray for the missional direction of the church as it moves forward, increasing relationships with one another, the Lord, and unchurched families in our community. Pray for staff members by name and ask God to give them encouragement and joy in their work, peace in their families and homes, and wisdom as they serve God and the congregation.

Psalm 96:10 Pray for our city, state, and nation
As you pray for the U.S. Congress, Federal Court Judges, the President, and his cabinet, and other government officials, ask God to pour out his Spirit on each person or position. Use this time to intercede on their behalf, asking God to protect them, their families, and their relationships. Refrain from complaining to God about their positions on specific issues or party affiliation. Pray for leaders at every level of government. Pray for safety in the schools in your area and the children that are taught there each day. Ask the Lord to bring to mind the businesses in your area and ask him to prosper each one. Then, pray for your neighbors by name, asking God for open doors to deepen relationships with them and serve them. 

Psalm 96:11-12 Pray for the situation with the oil spill in the Gulf
Take a few minutes to thank the Lord for the great resources He provides to us and people around the world through the Gulf of Mexico. Pray for the clean up effort and that the Lord would cleanse the waters himself. Pray for our economy and those whose livelihood is affected by this disaster. Pray for the people at BP and government officials to make wise decisions. 

Psalm 96:13 Pray for the lost
Pray for deeper connections with unchurched friends, relatives, co-workers, fellow students, and neighbors. Pray through your “FRAN” list. Thank the Lord for each person by name, highlighting one thing you love about that person. Then ask God for boldness with those you just prayed for and a new or stronger desire to tell them how Christ is working in you. (If you don’t have any unchurched people in your life, use this time to ask God to show you the people on the landscape who are desperately looking for a friend like yourself.)
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. What has this time of prayer meant to you?
2. Prayer for kids who are out of school for the Summer – that they will find productive things to do.
3. Join us in our services in June and July for our next sermon series – Join the Movement!
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
