Open Your Ears and Eyes! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of June 6-12, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What instructions did your mom often repeat as you left your house for school?” This week, we are beginning a series titled, “Join the Movement.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Joshua 1:1-5.
We are beginning a series titled, Join the Movement, and each week for the next two months, the sermons will be from the Book of Joshua. Joshua chronicles the story of the Israelites as they journey into the promised land. Throughout the series we’ll be considering what part we play in God’s plans for our world and our lives. Encourage your Life Group members to make a plan to read through Joshua over the next two months. This will add greatly to your discussions each week. 

1. What events took place immediately before this passage? (Moses had just died, the people have been wandering in the wilderness for 40 years). What does God promise Joshua in this passage?
2. Which promises ask Joshua to look back to remember what God has done and which promises ask Joshua to look to the future?

3. How does the Lord most often reveal his plan for your life to you? 
4. What has God recently said to you that you need to do and what steps are required for you to pursue that? 

5. What can you do to hear from the Lord or better hear from the Lord?

6. What is a promise from God’s word that really gives you comfort or assurance in your life? 
7. How can we pray for one another? (Don’t forget to pray for your FRAN’s)
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
2. Pray for the move of the Metairie congregation to the Airline Campus (refer to the monthly prayer strategy for other prayer needs).
3. For a Summer missions project, contact your community pastor for ways that your group can help with the Airline move.  
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
