Be Courageous! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of June 13-19, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What is the most courageous thing you’ve ever done?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Join the Movement.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Joshua 1:6-15.
This week, we continue our series in the Book of Joshua that we are calling, Join the Movement. Throughout chapter 1, God tells Joshua to be strong and courageous. Here is a great quote on the subject of courage: "The opposite of courage isn't cowardice; It's conformity. It's not enough just to believe in something. We need to live for something. You cannot really live unless there are things in life for which you are willing to die for." Joshua had proved 38 years prior to this moment, that he was not a conformist when he, along with Caleb, rejected the conclusion of the ten other spies who had gone into the promised land. Because of his faith and obedience, he is now able to stand boldly ready to lead over 2 million Israelites into the land God has promised them. May God allow each of us to have that same kind of courage as we lead people into His kingdom! 
1. Which command given to Joshua in verses 6-9 would be the hardest for you to obey?
2. Which of the promises given to Joshua would be most helpful to you?

3. What do you think it means to be strong and courageous in the face the unknown? 

4. God had a clear plan for His people. What information about that plan can we gather from verses 10-15? What do you think is God’s plan for His people today?

5. What do you believe is God’s plan for the future of Celebration Church?
Break up into groups of 2 or 3 for the last two questions:

6. What do you think God has planned for your life?  
7. What are some challenges that lie before you now and how can we pray for you?  

WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
