Move Forward! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of June 20-26, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What was one of your favorite childhood games and will you show us how to play it?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Join the Movement.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Joshua 3:1-17.
         Chapter 3 of Joshua is another epic moment in the history of God’s people, Israel. They are standing on the banks of the swollen Jordan River, waiting for the signal from the Lord to cross over. They are told not to move until they see the priests carrying the Ark of the Covenant. Moving forward with God requires that we whole-heartedly follow Him. 
1. What were the Israelites doing just before crossing the Jordan? How do you think they were feeling?
2. The priests were to lead the way carrying the Ark of the Covenant. Why do you think the people had to stay 1,000 yards (10 football fields) away from the Ark?

3. God begins this Journey with Joshua and the people, the same way he began the journey of Moses and the people – with a miracle that involved parting water. What reasons might God have for doing that? 

4. Can you tell about a time in your life when it was time for you to move forward for the Lord? What miracle did God do in your life at that time?
5. In order to move forward with the Lord, the Israelites had to face another obstacle (the flooded Jordan River). What are the obstacles you face as you think about moving forward with the Lord?
Break up into groups of 2 or 3 for the last two questions:

6. Joshua had to be sold out to the Lord to lead His people. Have you been living a “sold out” life for the Lord? If not, what needs to change in your life for that to be a reality?  
7. Let’s pray for one another to have hearts that are hungry for the Lord and His word so that we can be “sold out” for Him.  

WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
2. Pray for the move of the Metairie congregation to the Airline Campus (refer to the monthly prayer strategy for other prayer needs).
3. The St Bernard and River Parishes campuses are having Vacation Bible School in July. The RPC will be July 5-9 and SBC will be the following week. Call the church office for more information,  
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
