Tracking Your Progress! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of June 27-July 3, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “How many undeveloped rolls of film do you have from before your digital camera days?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Join the Movement.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Joshua 4:1-19.
         God’s people, Israel, are crossing the Jordan River and the Lord gives them a command to gather 12 stones to set up as a memorial. Today we are going to discuss moments or events in our lives where the Lord has performed a miracle and then what we are to do with those moments. 
1. We asked last week how you thought the Israelites were feeling as the prepared to cross the Jordan – what do you think is going through their minds as they walk across a dry river bed?
2. God tells them that they should gather 12 stones from the middle of the river to set up as a memorial. What significance do you think there might have been to getting the stones from the MIDDLE of the river rather than the sides?

3. Why 12 stones and what is the purpose of the memorial? 

4. What have been some significant spiritual moments in your life?
5. What could you do (or what did you do) to mark these events as special moments in your life?
6. The Israelites were to pass on these memories and lessons to future generations. What have you done or could you do to pass on a legacy of faith to the next generation? What can we do as a Life Group to influence the next generation for the Lord?  
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
2. Pray for the move of the Metairie congregation to the Airline Campus (refer to the monthly prayer strategy for other prayer needs).
