Overcoming Our Obstacles! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of July 4-10, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What is your favorite summer time activity?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Join the Movement.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Joshua 6:15-21, 26-27.
         The people of Israel are faced with their first major challenge after crossing into the Promised Land. Jericho is a well-protected city and most would say that Israel didn’t stand a chance of defeating the inhabitants. But God has a plan and in the end, it’s not a plan to exalt Israel, but a plan to exalt His name and His reputation among the people of that region. 
1. Get a piece of paper and as a group, write out the plan God gave Joshua for defeating Jericho (Day 1, day 2, day 3, etc.). How do you think a general in the military might respond to such a plan in our day?
2. Why do you think God gave Joshua this plan of attack as opposed to some other plan that might have involved immediately storming the city?

3. How did this show the Israelites and Joshua that God’s ways are not our ways? 

4. The Israelites had an obstacle to overcome if they wanted to move forward with the Lord. What obstacles do you face in doing what God has called you to do? 

These next questions can be discussed in your groups of 2 or 3:

5. The only way that Joshua could receive God’s plan was that he had a real and personal relationship with the Lord. How would you describe your relationship with the Lord at this point in your life?
6. Prayer is crucial in knowing how to overcome the obstacles of life. How can you improve your prayer life?  
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
2. After nearly five years of waiting, praying, giving, and working, the Metairie congregation is has finally moved back into the Airline Campus. In addition to praising God with our voices, we should also praise Him with our service. Get involved in ministry at whichever campus you attend and help us continue to reach and disciple more worshipers and servants of the Lord.
