Fighting for Others! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of July 11-17, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What would you do with a day that had extra time added to it? How would you use that extra time?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Join the Movement.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Joshua 10:1-14.
         The Israelites defeated Jericho, then they took on the city of Ai, which was anther key city for them to conquer. After that battle was over, they were visited by some men from the town of Gibeon. These men tricked Joshua and the people of Israel into a treaty of friendship with them. Otherwise, the Israelites would have battled these people just like the rest of the people in that region. That brings us to the events of chapter 10. 
1. Who is it that comes against the Gibeonites and why do they attack them?
2. How do Joshua and the Israelites get involved? Would you help these people after being tricked into a peace treaty with them? Why or why not?
3. Can you describe a time in your life when you helped someone even though they had not been particularly helpful or friendly to you? 

4. What was God’s part in all of this and why do you think He got involved?
5. What are some ways that God has intervened and provided for you as you helped someone else? Or, what are some ways God might intervene and help us to help others?

6. Who in our group do you feel you could call on for help in a time of need?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
2. After nearly five years of waiting, praying, giving, and working, the Metairie congregation is has finally moved back into the Airline Campus. In addition to praising God with our voices, we should also praise Him with our service. Get involved in ministry at whichever campus you attend and help us continue to reach and disciple more worshipers and servants of the Lord.
