Fulfilling Your Dreams! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of July 18-24, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “If money were not an issue, where would you choose to love in your retirement years?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Join the Movement.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Joshua 14:6-14.
You might remember that Caleb was one of the twelve men that were sent by Moses to spy out the promised land. He and Joshua were the only two of the twelve who believed God would give them the victory as He had promised (hence the phrase, “promised land”). Anyway, Caleb is now is now much older but God rewards his faithfulness.     

1. What Godly characteristics do you think Caleb possessed? What kind of man do you think he was?
2. If you were Caleb, how do you think you would feel at this point in life? What thoughts might have been going through his mind? 
3. Caleb believed the promises of God as they applied to his life. What promises from God can you hold onto as you live your life? 

4. How might your life be different if you lived it wholeheartedly for the Lord? 
5. What would be your dream in serving God wholeheartedly in ministry? 
6.  What steps do you need to take to enter into a stronger ‘fellowship’ with the Lord that will bring ‘fullness’ and ‘fruitfulness’ to your life?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
