Finish the Job! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of July 25-31, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Can you name someone in your life who really challenged you to be a better person?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Join the Movement.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Joshua 17:10-18.
The passage we are looking at today is about the allotment of land to the half tribes of Ephraim and Manasseh – the descendants of Joseph. When given the news of the territory they would inherit, they were not particularly satisfied. We’ll discuss the source of their dissatisfaction and how our inability to follow through can create problems in our lives. 

1. Looking at verse 14, why were Joseph’s people unhappy with what they had been given?
2. If you were Joshua, how do you think you would have handled this situation? What was Joshua solution? 
3. In verse 16, we see the response of Joseph’s people to Joshua’s solution? Does their response remind you of other similar responses from people in other passages of the Bible? Discuss a few of those. (Some possibilities: The Israelites first attempt to enter the Promised Land under Moses, Moses’ response to God when they met at the burning bush) 

These next questions can be discussed in your groups of 2 or 3:

4. Can you tell us about a time when you didn’t “finish the job” of follow through on something you were supposed to do? What were the circumstances and what excuses did you use to justify your actions? 
5.  How can Joshua’s response in verses 17 & 18 be an encouragement to us in those times when we are faced with a seemingly insurmountable obstacle?

6. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
2. The next Leadership Summit is Saturday, August 7th. All leaders and potential leaders are invited for a time of worship, inspiration, motivation, and some games and prizes. Breakfast will be served at 8:30 and the Summit will start at 9am. It will take place in the Activity Center at the Airline Campus. 
3. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
