 “R U Hot, Cold or Lukewarm?” [image: image2.png]



OVERVIEW: Children will learn what it means to be enthusiastic or “hot” for Jesus instead of merely lukewarm.  

PREPARATION: You will need a cup of “lukewarm” water just before you start your lesson, a blindfold, your NIV Bible and the Children’s Prayer Notebook. (This is a notebook that is kept by the Life Group Leader and brought to the group each week. In it are written the prayer requests of the children.)

BIBLE STORY & VERSES: Revelation 3:15-16

ICEBREAKER: Ask: Suppose for breakfast you were given “hot” orange juice and “cold” hot chocolate . . . do you think you would like it?  How would you fix it to make the drinks to make them taste better?
READ: “On Fire for Jesus” Bible Lesson (on the other side)

Discussion Questions:
1. In our story time, we learned about three types of people: 


What is a “hot” Christian? 
(Someone who is excited about Jesus, does and says the things that please Jesus and tells others about Him.)
What is a “lukewarm” Christian? (Someone who doesn’t care about learning more about Jesus or sharing him with others…they are comfortable being a lazy Christian.)
What is a “cold” person? (Not a Christian yet…and doesn’t care about Jesus or about learning more about Him)

2. What best describes you: Are you hot, cold or lukewarm? 

(Let the children share with you.)

3. How can you go from a “lukewarm” Christian to a “hot” Christian? (By asking God to help you share with others, pray, read your Bible, do and say the things you know make Jesus happy, serve others, going to Life Group and Children’s Church. . .)
4.  How can you go from a “cold” Christian to a “hot” Christian? 

(A: Admit that you are a sinner and need God’s forgiveness; 
B: Believe that Jesus is the Son of God and died for your sins; 
C: Commit or give Jesus control of your life.) [Pray with any child who wants to become a Christian. Pray for the rest of the children to become or stay “HOT” for Jesus.]
BIBLE MEMORY VERSE: “I know what you are doing. I know you aren't cold or hot…but you are lukewarm.”

ACTIVITY/GAME: HOT, COLD OR LUKEWARM?
Blindfold a child or have them leave the room.  Have the other children hide a Bible.  As the child returns to the room or removes the blindfold, the children are to give him directions as to how near he is in finding the hidden Bible.  If he is far away, they should say “cold” --- if he is getting closer, they should say “lukewarm” and if he is right on top of it, they are to say “HOT!”  Upon finding the Bible, have the child open up the Bible and read one of the following salvation verses.  If the children are too young, you can read for them.  Let every child have a turn to find the Bible.

Verses: John 1:12; John 3:16; Romans 3:23; Romans 6:23; 

Romans 10:9-10; Romans 10:13; Revelation 3:20.

Prayer Time: Say: Raise your hand if you want to be “hot” for Jesus!  Let’s say this Jesus cheer!  
You say:


They say:
Give me a “J”


You’ve got your “J” (repeat twice)

Give me an “E”

You’ve got your “E” (repeat twice)

Give me an “S”

You’ve got your “S” (repeat twice)

Give me a “U”


You’ve got your “U” (repeat twice)

Give me an “S”

You’ve got your “S” (repeat twice)

What does it spell?

JESUS!

I can’t hear you!

JESUS!

Who do you love?

JESUS!

Write in the Children’s Prayer Notebook the names of people that the children are praying for to be come “hot” and on fire for Jesus. Also, have the children write down the names of people they can invite to the big “Back 2 School Bash” called Under the Big Top – a carnival-themed event on Aug. 21 & 22nd…with games, prizes, corndogs, fun-filled activities for all the children!
Return:
Return to the Life Group and have the children recite their Bible verse.  Have the children explain what it means to be hot, cold and lukewarm for Jesus.  Afterwards, have everyone participate in the “J-E-S-U-S” cheer.  Close in prayer and have the children join in the fellowship time. 

“On FIRE for Jesus”

Can you really imagine drinking “hot” orange juice and “cold” hot chocolate?  Wouldn’t that be really awful? I don’t know about you but want my cold drinks to be cold and my hot drinks to be hot!  On a hot day, doesn’t a nice, cold drink taste good?  And on a cold day, doesn’t a nice hot drink taste good, too?  I’m going to choose someone to take a sip from this cup. (Right before the lesson begins, fill a cup up with “lukewarm” water. Choose a volunteer to take a sip.)  How did that taste?  It wasn’t hot and it wasn’t cold, it was something we call “lukewarm.”  Doesn’t it make you feel like spitting it out of your mouth?  It doesn’t taste good, does it?  


Did you know that Jesus talked about this same thing in the Bible?  He said he wants you to be “hot” Christians.  That means he wants you to be “on fire” for Him.  He wants you to be excited about being saved, serving Him and loving Him.  Another word for this is “enthusiastic” which means to love Him with all your heart, to read the Bible, pray, do what you know Jesus wants you to do. He especially wants you to tell others about Jesus.  Jesus doesn’t want Christians to be lukewarm.  Lukewarm Christians are people who know Jesus as the “boss” of their lives, they may even be baptized, but they aren’t very interested in spending time reading their Bible, praying, telling others about Jesus.  They don’t understand just how much Jesus loves them and wants them to know more about that love. 


Someone who is “cold” toward Jesus is someone who is not a Christian yet.  God wants to use “hot” Christians to go and tell the “cold” people who aren’t Christians yet about Jesus. These people will then see your enthusiasm and excitement about being a follower of Jesus and may be interested in knowing more about Jesus.  If you are a “lukewarm” Christian, then the “cold” people will see your attitude toward Jesus and probably won’t be too interested in knowing more about Jesus – mainly because you aren’t very interested in knowing more about Jesus or learning to be more like Him, yourself! Jesus wants you to be excited about being one of His children and wants you to share this GOOD NEWS with everyone you meet!  Then, everyone around you will see how you are on-fire for Jesus and will perhaps want to learn more themselves!!!
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
