OVERVIEW: Children will learn that trusting and obeying God is always the best thing to do.

PREPARATION: You will need paper and markers, your NIV Bible and the Children’s Prayer Notebook.

BIBLE STORY & VERSE: Joshua 1 and Psalm 119:11

ICEBREAKER: Say:  Tell of a time when someone told you to do something and you didn’t understand why they wanted you to do it.

READ: “Joshua Takes Charge” Bible Story 

QUESTIONS TO ASK:
1. Whom did God put in charge after Moses died?  (Joshua)
2. What two things did God tell Joshua to be?  (Strong and have courage.)

3. What was Joshua not to forget?  (All the laws God’s servant, Moses, had given him.)
4. If Joshua remembered the law of God, memorized it and spoke it, what would happen?  (He would be successful and prosperous [blessed].)
5. What did the Israelites say they would do when Joshua told them to do something? (They would obey, just like they obeyed Moses.)

DISCUSS:               

1. If fear comes from the devil, why does God want us to be strong and have courage?

2. Does God bless you if you do not obey His word? What happens?

3. What are some ways you can help yourself remember God’s Word?  (Write it down on paper; stick it on your mirror and read it every morning; read your Bible; attend Church/Bible Study; be a faithful Cell Group member; ask for God’s help.)
4. The Metairie Campus is getting ready to move to the Airline campus after 5 long years. Take some time to pray for “Join the Movement” as we prepare to receive the blessing of a new campus. Pray that many people, from all over city will be reached by the new facilities and that lives will be change forever!


MEMORY VERSE ACTIVITIES:  

1. Let each child say one word until the Bible verse has been repeated.

2. See how fast or slow each child can quote the verse.

3. Echo each word of the verse, adding a new word each time, until the entire verse is recited.  Have the adults do the same, when you return to the Life Group.





After the death of Moses, God told Joshua to get ready to cross over the Jordan River.  God told him that He was going to give the Israelites the land He had promised them so long ago.  God told Joshua that wherever the Israelites set their foot, that land would belong to them. God had promised Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Joseph and Moses that this land would always belong to the descendants of Abraham; God always keeps His promises.  He told Joshua that NO ONE would be able to stand up against the Israelites.  God said, “Be strong and courageous, because I will lead you to receive what I have promised.  Be strong and very courageous.  Be careful to obey all the laws my servant, Moses, gave you.  Do not do something against that law.  Memorize it…Remember it…Speak it.  Do not turn from it to the left or the right that you may be successful and blessed wherever you go.  Be strong and have courage.  Do not be terrified.  Do not be discouraged.  For the Lord your God will be with you wherever you go!”  

God knew the people’s hearts and He knew their hearts would be fearful.  Over and over again, God reminded the Israelites that He was going to be with them and that they did not need to be afraid. You see, the parents of these Israelites had already died and these were their children now going into the Promised Land.  It had been a long 40 years. These same children had seen all the great things God had done for their parents, only Joshua and Caleb were left from the original Israelites that were held captive in Egypt. The new group of Israelites now looked to these two men as their new leaders.  


Joshua began to give orders and told everyone to get ready to cross the Jordan River and take the land the Lord was giving them.  The people answered, “Whatever you command us to do, we will do. As we obeyed Moses, we will also obey you.” Because of their obedience to God and God’s leader for them, Joshua, the Israelites were able to cross over into the land that God had promised them so long ago.

“Joshua Takes Charge!”





BIBLE MEMORY VERSE: “Be strong and brave. Do not be terrified. Do not lose hope. I am the Lord your God. I will be with you everywhere you go." Joshua 1:9








RETURN:  Return to the Life Group.  Have the children recite the Bible Memory Verse.  Tell the adults that the children learned about God’s promise to be with us and go before us, just like He did for Joshua.  Let the children show their heart with the “laws of God” written inside it. Have the children pray with the Cell Group and share in the fellowship time together. 





ACTIVITY:  A “WRITE” HEART!


Give each child a piece of paper and markers.  Help them draw a large heart on the paper.  Have them write down some of the “laws” that the Lord has given them.  Things like:


I will obey my parents, I will be a good friend, I will always tell the truth, I will worship God alone, I will not steal…and anything else the Lord lays upon their hearts.  They might have learned these “laws” from their parents, from their church, from their Small Group Leaders, from their teachers at school, or from a friend. Let the children decorate their heart when they finish.
