Bent But Not Broken by Relationships! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of August 22-28, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Who was your best friend in Kindergarten?” This week, we are beginning a series titled, “Bent But Not Broken.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read 1 Samuel 18:6-9, 20-21.
In this weekend’s message, the pastors talked about several of King David’s relationships. In this agenda, we’re going to focus on David’s relationship with Saul. Jealousy is a relationship wrecker. It’s an emotion that comes from negative thoughts and feelings of insecurity, fear, and anxiety. It can lead to thoughts of revenge that include wishing harm on someone. Whether you have been on the giving or receiving end of jealousy, you can overcome this area of bad relationships with the Lord’s help.
1. What happened in David’s life to make Saul jealous & why do you think David was successful in all he did during this period of his life?

2. Do you think Saul’s biggest problem was his jealousy of David or that the Lord’s anointing had left him?
3. What kinds of negative emotions have caused you problems in your relationships?
 These next questions can be discussed in your groups of 2 or 3:

4. When you have jealousy or other negative feelings towards someone, what is the most likely cause?
5. What principles can you follow from the Bible that would help you have better relationships?
6. Is there someone in your life from whom you need to seek forgiveness or whom  you need to forgive?? 
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
2. Next week we begin an exciting new sermon series titled, “Coming back Stronger.” You’ll want to make plans to attend a worship service and invite a friend.

3. Next Sunday, August 29th, is the 5th anniversary since Hurricane Katrina devastated the lives and homes of many in our region. In remembrance of that event and to celebrate all that God has done in our midst since that time, we are having a special service at our Airline Campus that night at 6pm.
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
