Trust in the Face of Adversity! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of September 19-25, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “In what city were you born and do you know what hospital and the doctor’s name who delivered you?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Coming Back Stronger.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Genesis 12:1-8.
In Genesis 12, we read about Abram, who would later be called, Abraham. In Abram, we see an individual who readily trusted and followed the Lord. Truly trusting the Lord sounds simple, but it can be a very difficult thing to do until you learn how to trust him or you just decide to do it regardless of your fear or the circumstances. As you discuss the questions below, think about areas of your life where it has been easy to trust the Lord and areas where it has been difficult.    
1. What, exactly, did the Lord tell Abram to do? Was Abram obedient?
2. Considering Abram’s age, what thoughts do you think may have gone through his mind when the Lord told him to move? 
3. What did the Lord promise Abram? What impact do you think those promises made on Abram’s thoughts about what he should do?
 These next questions can be discussed in your groups of 2 or 3:

4. Describe a time when you trusted the Lord to the point that it caused you to sacrifice something in some way. How difficult was the decision to obey the Lord?
5. Is there something you feel the Lord wants you to do that you haven’t done because of fear or a lack of trust in Him?

6. What can you do to overcome that fear and place your trust in the Lord?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
2. As we continue this series titled, “Coming Back Stronger,” you’ll want to make plans to attend the Who Dat Tailgate Party. Each of our church campuses will be hosting a party on Sunday, September 26 at noon to enjoy some food, fellowship, and watch the Saints game together.
