Humility in the Face of Adversity! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of September 26-Oct. 2, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Who is the humblest person you’ve ever known (and don’t say yourself!)?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Coming Back Stronger.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read 1 Peter 5:5-6.
It’s really interesting that this lesson on humility would come from Peter. As one of the 12 disciples who worked closely with Jesus for three years, Peter had often let his pride get the best of him. When he writes, “God sets himself against the proud, but he shows favor to the humble,” he really knows what he’s talking about. As you discuss this agenda, keep in mind the episodes in Peter’s life like when he said he would die with Jesus and then denied him or like the time he didn’t want to allow Jesus to wash his feet. Think about how his pride could have kept him from receiving all that God had for him and how that can happen to you and me as well.

1. Why do you think Peter was talking to the church about humility? What might have been happening?
2. When you think about being humble, what comes to mind? How would you expect a humble person to act? 
3. What is the devil’s role in all of this? How does he stir things up?
 These next questions can be discussed in your groups of 2 or 3:

4. Can you describe a time in your life when you were especially prideful? 
5. What kinds of problems can be caused in our lives when we are prideful?
6. What does it take to overcome pride and exhibit humility in our lives?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
