Risking Love! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of October 3-9, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What’s the funniest thing that ever happened to you on a date?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Coming Back Stronger.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Judges 14:1-3, 10-20; 16:31.
Samson and Delilah – their names go together like red beans and rice (I’m hungry as I write this). You may not remember that Samson had another relationship with a Philistine woman. That’s the one we are primarily looking at in this agenda. We learn from the scripture (in Judges 14:4) that the Lord had a plan for this relationship, but most bad relationships were not planned by the Lord. He intends for us to have good, godly, healthy relationships. So as you discuss this passage of scripture, think about how the bad relationships of your life could have been better and how your current and future relationships can be the best if Biblical principles had been and are applied.
1. What do you think it was that drew Samson to the wrong kind of women? Why was he attracted to her?

2. Why was Samson’s decision to marry a Philistine a mistake?
3. Samson’s parents were disappointed in his decision. Why and what would you have done if you were them? 
 These next questions can be discussed in your groups of 2 or 3 (men’s groups and women’s groups):

4. What aspects of Samson’s story can you relate to?
5. Are there relationship issues with which you have habitually struggled?
6. What can a person do to make better relationship decisions? What are some principles that would help?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
