Marriage Regrets! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of October 10-16, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What’s the funniest thing you’ve seen happen at a wedding?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Staying in Love.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Matthew 19:4-6.
Regrets – everybody has some. Marriage regrets can be painful and divorce is even more painful. One of the important points made in this week’s sermon is the need to enlist support from others to build and keep a great marriage. That’s why Life Groups are so important to us at Celebration. We know that we can’t live the Christian life effectively all alone. We need other believers to encourage us and give us godly advice and wisdom along the way. As you discuss the following questions, thank God for great friends  
1. In your opinion, what is the importance of the phrase in verse 6, “What God has joined together, let man not separate?”
2. What are some factors that cause a marriage (or any relationship) to fall apart?
3. What is it about marriage that takes work? Shouldn’t be easy to be married? 
 These next questions can be discussed in your groups of 2 or 3 (men’s groups and women’s groups):

4.  Unresolved hurt, bitterness and unforgiveness can be a real problem both in a relationship and after a relationship ends. What unresolved hurt are you still dealing with from your relationships?
5. What can you do to offer forgiveness to those who have hurt you in a relationship?
6. What other steps can you take to make your current or future marriage or relationship the best that it can be?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
