Life Group Agenda for the week of October 17-23, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Can you tell us about a fight you go into as a child?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Staying in Love.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read James 4:1-10.
Our passage today from the Book of James was not written to help people with their marriages, but the living by the principles it contains will help us in any relationship. As you discuss this passage, think about how it applies to all of your life and especially to your marriage if you are married. If you’re not married, think about how these principles could help you in a future marriage or in your other relationships. Also, think about how are these principles lived out among tow people when one is a Christian and the other is not?

1. According to James 4:1, what is the root cause of fights and arguments?
2. When an argument occurs between two people, what needs to happen?
3. When you are arguing with someone, do you stop to think about what is motivating you to argue? 
 These next questions can be discussed in your groups of 2 or 3 (men’s groups and women’s groups):

4. According to this passage in James, what are some things we need to do to avoid arguments and fights? (List all that you see in the passage)
5. Which of the things listed in the last question should be at the top of your list of things to do to avoid fighting?
6. How can being a friend of God help two people to get along?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
