Rekindling Romance! 

Life Group Agenda for the week of October 24-30, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What was your first elementary school crush like?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Staying in Love.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Revelation 2:4-5.
In this passage in the Book of Revelation, Jesus is speaking to Christians in the 1st century who had fallen out of love with Him. They were just going through the motions in their relationship with Him.  The words He spoke to those Ephesians Christians in the 1st century are very applicable to many Christians today, not only concerning their relationship with the Lord, but also concerning their relationship with their spouse. As we have our discussion, keep in mind your relationship with the Lord and what it was like when you first became a believer. In addition, consider how it applies to the love you had for your spouse when you first met. 
1. What do you think was different about these Christians now that caused Jesus to tell them they had lost their first love?
2. What does Jesus tell them to do in verse five to correct the situation?
3. Thinking about a marriage relationship – what causes couples to “lose that lovin’ feelin’?” 
 These next questions can be discussed in your groups of 2 or 3 (men’s groups and women’s groups):

4. In the sermon this weekend, several qualities were mentioned that we need to work on in marriage including, Affection, Affirmation, and Adventure. Which of these has been missing in your relationship? Which have you personally hindered?
5. What can you do to increase the affirmation, affection, and adventure in your marriage?
6. How can rekindling your marriage romance honor the Lord?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
