Pulling Together 

Life Group Agenda for the week of October 31-Nov. 6, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What was your most memorable science fair project?” This week, we are continuing our series titled, “Staying in Love.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Matthew 7:24-27.
Jesus said that the key to a strong life, house, home, is to have it built on the right foundation. The foundation is to do what God says regarding your marriage.  Notice: there are three external forces that can damage a home -- rains, they erode the roof; floods, they wash away the foundation; and winds, they shake the structure. Think about these three kinds of storms that will undermine your marriage unless you prepare for them.  Rains are the culture you live in.  Floods are the crises you live through.  Winds are the changes you live with.  

1. How is listening to and obeying Jesus like building your house on a solid rock?

2. What kinds of “storms” do marriages face in today’s culture?
3. When it comes to marriage and relationships, how do we show that we are listening to and obeying Jesus?
 These next questions can be discussed in your groups of 2 or 3 (men’s groups and women’s groups):

4. What kinds of relational storms have you experienced?
5. In the sermon this weekend, it was noted that in order to face the storms successfully we have to have contentment in our hearts, confidence in our minds, and Christ in our lives. Which of these three have been the most difficult for you?
6. What positive help have you gained from the last five weeks of this, “Staying in Love” series?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Share any praise reports from your FRAN list that you’ve been praying for.
