Kid’s Slot SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 – Oct. 3rd – Oct. 9th, 2010
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OVERVIEW: Children will learn about the reality of Satan and how Jesus has already defeated him at Calvary.

PREPARATION: You will need a blindfold, your NIV Bible and the Children’s Prayer Notebook.

BIBLE STORY & VERSE: Matthew 10:1; Matthew 17:14-21; Romans 10:17

ICEBREAKER: Ask the children where do their parents usually buy their gas for their car?  Do they know the kind of gas?  (Texaco, Exxon, Chevron, Shell,…)  Ask if they have ever helped pump the gas?  (Give the children time to share.)

READ: “Running on Empty” Bible Story 

QUESTIONS TO ASK:
1. But didn’t Jesus already give the disciples authority over Satan and all his tricks and over sickness too?  (Yes)
2. Then why couldn’t they heal the man’s son?  (Because their faith was too little, too weak.)
3. How do we keep our faith strong?  (Reading the Bible every day; praying and talking to God everyday…)
4. What do you do when you sometimes feel like you’re on empty?




Candy…Candy…Candy is needed for the Trunk N’ Treats at our Metairie and St. Bernard Campuses…
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Say:  Let’s pretend that you are a 2 year old baby.  There you are, riding in your car seat on the way to your family vacation to the beach in Florida. You’re excited and can’t wait to get there.  But, suddenly your car makes a turn off the highway and into a gas station. You think, "Why are we stopping?  Let’s keep going, Dad! This doesn’t look like the beach to me!”  But your car continues until it pulls up to the gas pumps.  Your mom or dad gets out and begins to put gas into your car.  All you can do is wonder why you stopped and what your parent’s are doing.  Soon, you’re back on the road heading for vacation.  Your parents tell you that unless they stopped to fill up the car with gas, they would have run out of gas and would have never made it to the beach.

By now, we all know that gas is needed for a car to run.  And when there is no gas, the car simply stops going.  Our faith is the same way.  When we give our hearts to Jesus, we receive faith and authority over Satan and all of his tricks.  This is our “gas.”  Our faith starts out strong but if we’re not careful to refill our faith every day by reading God’s word, our faith becomes weak and then we feel as though we have run out of faith.  The same thing happened to Jesus’ disciples in the gospel of Matthew.

Say:  In the 17th chapter of Matthew, after Jesus called his 12 disciples, Jesus gave them authority over Satan and over every kind of disease and every kind of sickness.  Jesus sent them out to teach, preach and heal people in the cities.  Jesus and three of his disciples met a man, who fell to his knees before him saying, “Lord, have mercy on my son, for he is a crazy boy and is very ill.  He often falls into the fire and often into the water.  I brought him to your disciples but they could not cure him.”  Jesus told the people that they were stubborn and lacked faith.  Jesus prayed over the boy and he was cured.  Later, the disciples asked Jesus why HE was able to help the boy when THEY couldn’t.  Jesus told the disciples that they lacked the faith.  He said that if they had the faith, the size of a tiny mustard seed. They would be able to do great things.

Say:  The disciples were not careful to keep their “spiritual gas tanks” full of faith.  Just like with our parent’s car that will only go as far as it has gas to go, we must be careful to “fill-up” on the Word of God, which is the Bible, every day.  We fill up our bodies every day with food to keep us going.

How do you feel when your stomach is empty?  (Weak, no energy, don’t feel like doing anything.)

Make sure you spend time reading your Bible each day so you can have the power and the energy to stand up against any of Satan’s tricks.  Learn to listen to God by hearing His word every day. When your “spiritual gas tank” is full…you, too, can do great things for God!
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ACTIVITY: “THE CAT’S MEOW”


Blindfold one child to be the mouse and have him/her sit in the middle of the room.  Have the other children (the cats) make a circle around the child and walk around him/her slowly.  When you say “stop,” the children should freeze and the blindfolded child points at someone.  The child pointed to says, “Meow” two times.  The mouse must guess who the cat is.  If the mouse guesses correctly, the cat and mouse exchange places and the game continues.  Say:  Just like how the mouse had to listen carefully to the meow of the cat, we too, must listen carefully when we read the word of God.  When we spend time in our Bible, our faith is built up each and every day.  We will then be able to do great and mighty things for God.

BIBLE MEMORY VERSE: “Faith comes by hearing and hearing comes by the word of God.”  Romans 10:17








RETURN:  Return to the Life Group. Choose one adult to be the mouse and have the children take a turn being the cat.  Have the adult try to guess which child is meowing.  Explain that when we spend time reading our Bible, we learn to listen carefully to what God is telling us and in doing so, our faith “tank” gets filled up.  Have the children recite their Bible Memory Verse.  The children then join in the prayer and fellowship time.
