I Need a Healing Miracle!
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Jan. 13-19, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “If you could raise someone from the dead, who would it be? We are I the midst of a series titled I Need a Miracle!  In this emphasis we are talking about our dependence on the supernatural intervention of God in our lives. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Mark 5:21-43.
1. In verse 27, what do you think gave this woman the courage to reach out and touch Jesus? Why do you think Jesus asked, “Who touched me?”   

2. In what way does this woman most remind you of yourself? When do you remember being as desperate for God’s help?
3. The woman in the story spent all of her money and much effort on finding a solution to her problem. How likely are you to try every other option before you pray?
4. Jairus comes to Jesus about his daughter. Only a handful of people were allowed to witness the miracle up close. When have you seen a “miracle in progress?”

5. If you were in the crowd with Jesus today, what would you ask him to heal you from?
6. What obstacles do you feel you are facing that keep you from experiencing God’s healing touch?
7. How can the group pray for you?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Pray about your involvement in our “A City Transformed – Investing in Eternity” Campaign to raise the needed funds to rebuild the Airline Campus. This endeavor is critical to our mission of reaching the people of the New Orleans area for Jesus.  
2. On January 7th, we began our annual 21 Day Prayer and Fasting emphasis. We are already hearing testimonies about how God is using this in the lives of our church members. Continue to pray for the others in your group as they fast and pray. If appropriate, share your breakthrough prayer requests with one another.
3. Plan to attend worship each Sunday of the “I Need a Miracle” sermon series.

4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
