I Need a Victory Miracle!
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Feb. 3-9, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “What was/is your favorite game to play?” We are in the midst of a series titled I Need a Miracle!  In this emphasis we are talking about our dependence on the supernatural intervention of God in our lives. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Genesis 3:1-15.
1. Which parts of the serpent’s comments are true and which are false? Why do you think he mixes truth with lies?
2. What areas of human weakness do you think the serpent was appealing to?

3. How do you think you would have responded to the serpent if you were Eve? Why do you think she responded the way she did?
4. Why does Adam eat the fruit? What do you think would have been a better response for Adam?
5. Why do Adam and Eve try to hide their sin? How do people today try to cover up or downplay the sin in their lives?
6. Where is the good news in this story?
7. The Bible refers to Jesus as the “second Adam.” What does this mean for us (sinners)?
8. How can the group pray for you?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Personal reflection: Where in your life is the serpent alive and well? Take a minute to acknowledge this to the Lord and ask for his strength to overcome.
2. The I Want to SHARE Class is coming up on February 23rd from 8-12:30 at our Transcontinental campus. This class will train your people in sharing their faith and becoming “inviters.” Call the church office for more info (504-831-9673).
3. Feb 9th and 10th we will begin a series titled, “Heroes!” In this series, we will be looking at the Heroes of the Faith from Hebrews 11 and celebrating the heroes among us. Those in your group who participate by “Sharing the Ministry” are heroes, so we want to encourage you to “give your group away” and share the blessings of ministry.
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
