Heroes . . . Walk With God!
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Feb. 10-16, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “Who was/is your favorite superhero?” We are beginning a series titled Heroes – You Are God’s Plan!  In this emphasis we are talking about various heroes of the faith and how we can learn fro their examples to be a hero for the Lord. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Hebrews 11:1-6 & Genesis 5:21-24.
1. What happened to Enoch? Why? What do you think that experience was like? 
2. Can we, as believers, expect a similar victory over death? Why or why not?
3. How can we experience victory over death and establish a life of walking with the Lord?

4. What does it mean that Enoch, “walked with God?” How can we “walk with God” as Enoch did?
5. What are some things (attitudes, actions) that can hinder our walk with God? 
6. How does our culture help or hinder our walk with God? 
7. What steps can we take to improve our walk with God? How can we help others in their walk?
8. How can the group pray for you?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Personal reflection: In what area of you life are you not walking with God as you should? Make a commitment to be obedient to the Lord in that area.
2. The “I Want to SHARE” Class is coming up on February 23rd from 8-12:30 at our Transcontinental campus. This class will train your people in sharing their faith and becoming “inviters.” Call the church office for more info (504-831-9673).
3. During this “Heroes” series, we will be looking at the Heroes of the Faith from Hebrews 11 and celebrating the heroes among us. We want to encourage your group to find ways to be heroes by serving the Lord in some way. There are ministry opportunities available to those in your group (such as volunteering in the nursery, being a greeter, children’s ministry, youth ministry, etc) and there are opportunities for your group (such as the homeless ministry, community outreach, etc). Call your community pastor or the church office for ideas and information.
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
