Heroes . . . Live For God!
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Feb. 17-23, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What is the most fulfilling work you’ve ever done?” We are in the midst of a series titled Heroes – You Are God’s Plan!  In this emphasis we are talking about various heroes of the faith and how we can learn from their examples to be a hero for the Lord. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Hebrews 11:7 & Genesis 6:9-7:12.
1. Noah was given an assignment from the Lord. What do you think you would have thought if God had told you to build a giant boat?
2. Do you think God’s decision to destroy all of the people on the earth was justified? Why is God upset so much by the wickedness of humans?
3. Was Noah’s decision to obey God and build an ark something his neighbors would find favorable? Have you ever taken an unpopular stand for the Lord?
4. Noah and his family lived on that ark with the animals for about one year. Do you think you could have lasted that long? Why or why not?
5. What are some things you think that Noah and his family may have done while on the ark to keep the Lord the focus of their lives? Would keeping Him the focus been easy or hard in their situation? 
6. Is there something difficult you believe the Lord is asking you to do?  
7. What steps can you take to live for God that will positively impact those around you? 
8. How can the group pray for you?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Personal reflection: Is everyone in your family living for the Lord? Ask the Lord to direct you in being a witness to those who are not living for Him. 
2. The “I Want to SHARE” Class is the next step in discipleship for anyone in your group that has completed the BELONG class and is coming up this Saturday, February 23rd from 8-12:45 at our Transcontinental campus. This class will train your people in sharing their faith and becoming “inviters.” Call the church office for more info (504-831-9673).
3. Talk to your LIFE Group about serving in the WOW JAM ministry to those in our city who have unmet needs either through the impact of Katrina or as a result of hardship and life circumstances. Celebration Church will be participating in two of the rallies.  March 11th uptown and March 13th in Kenner. For more info see the web-site or the flyer in your LIFE Group box. 
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
