Heroes . . . Grow In Their Faith!
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Mar. 2-8, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What is you favorite family vacation memory?” We are in the midst of a series titled Heroes – You Are God’s Plan!  In this emphasis we are talking about various heroes of the faith and how we can learn from their examples to be a hero for the Lord. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Hebrews 11:6, 11-13, 17-19 & Genesis 15.
1. What does Abram seem to fear most in verses 1-3 of Genesis 15? What causes us to be fearful or discouraged in life? How do you feel when faced with discouragement?
2. In verse 3, Abram solves his problem by announcing to God that a servant will be his heir. Why do we try to do God’s work for Him rather than letting Him answer our prayers and resolving our concerns?
3. What did God think about Abram’s plan (verse 4)? What do you suppose God thinks when we try to invent our own answers to prayer?
4. God has told Abram three times that He will give him this heir. Why does God have to tell him three times before he believes? Why do we have a hard time believing God will answer our prayers?
5. Abram had to wait a long time to see the promise of an heir fulfilled. What has the Lord taught you during times of waiting?
6. Is there an area of your life where you need to just believe God? Is there an area of life where fear has overcome your faith? What steps can you take to become more trusting of the Lord? 
7. How can the group pray for you? 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Personal reflection: Take a minute to admit to the Lord your lack of faith and ask Him to increase you faith this week.
2. The “I Want to ENGAGE” Class is where people in your group can take the step of discipleship that is necessary for future leadership. The next ENGAGE is Saturday, March 15th from 8-2:30 at our Transcontinental campus. 
3. Show your Life Group the DVD of pastor Dennis’ encouragement regarding Easter weekend. Talk to your group about how you can serve together that weekend. At the transcontinental campus we are encouraging the each community to serve as greeters, Nursery workers, support help and parkers. We are asking the 20’s Community (Tony Leverett) to serve on Good Friday, Youth ministry Community (Julie and Nick) on Saturday night, 51 + married and singles (Bob Carambat and Ray Cherry) at 8am on Sunday, 30’s & 40’s communities (Ruth Hatfield & Manley Miller) to serve at 9:45 and 11:30am on Sunday.
4. Talk to your LIFE Group about serving in the WOW JAM ministry to those in our city who have unmet needs either through the impact of Katrina or as a result of hardship and life circumstances. Celebration Church will be participating in two of the rallies.  March 11th uptown and March 13th in Kenner. For more info see the web-site or the flyer in your LIFE Group box. 

5. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
