Heroes . . . Overcome Adversity!
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Mar. 16-23, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “If you were a king or queen for a day, what would you do?” We are in the midst of a series titled Heroes – You Are God’s Plan!  In this emphasis we are talking about various heroes of the faith and how we can learn from their examples to be a hero for the Lord. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Hebrews 11:22 & Genesis 41:41-56.
1. Joseph had been sold into slavery by his brothers, and then falsely accused and imprisoned prior to chapter 41. If those things had happened to you, how do you think you would have responded?
2. When is the last time you felt like God had forgotten you?

3. How did God use the events of Joseph’s past to make him ready for his new assignment in Egypt? Can you think of a time in your life when God used a difficult set of circumstances to prepare for what was next?
4. Joseph changed and matured greatly in 13 years to the point of successfully running a country. How has God changed you throughout your life? How has He made a difference in you?
5. What character traits stand out most to you in Joseph’s life? How is God working in your life to bring about those kinds of qualities?

6. What adversity do you feel like you are being faced with now? How can Joseph’s story help you to overcome?

7. How can the group pray for you? 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Do you know some one experiencing adversity? Plan now to invite them to one of our Easter weekend services where they can find help, hope and healing. We will have a Friday night service at 7pm, a Saturday night service at 6pm and our Sunday services at 8am, 9:45am, and 11:30am.

2. Easter weekend is March 21, 22 and 23. Talk to your group about how you can serve together that weekend. At the transcontinental campus we are encouraging each community to serve as greeters, Nursery workers, support help and parkers. We are asking the 20’s Community (Tony Leverett) to serve on Good Friday, Youth ministry Community (Julie and Nick) on Saturday night, 51 + married and singles (Bob Carambat and Ray Cherry) at 8am on Sunday, 30’s & 40’s communities (Ruth Hatfield & Manley Miller) to serve at 9:45 and 11:30am on Sunday.
3. The next, “I Want to KNOW” event is Sunday, March 30th at 6pm in the Fellowship Hall of the Transcontinental Campus. This event is the first step in the membership process of Celebration. If you have new group members, please encourage them to attend.
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
