Getting Our Priorities Under Control!
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Mar. 30-April 5, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What is one thing that you’ve learned this week?” We are beginning a series titled Life Under Control! In this series, we are talking about living a life under the Lordship of Jesus and the control of the Holy Spirit.” Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Proverbs 3:5-10.
1. How would you sum up this passage?

2. Why should we trust in the Lord? In whom or what do you tend to trust?
3. How can we use the understanding God has given us without leaning on it?

4. What are some examples of acknowledging God in all our ways?
5. How does God “make our paths straight?”
6. Is it possible to put God first and still have problems? Why or why not? 
7. What steps do you need to take to put God first in all areas of your life? 

8. What challenges do you face in getting your priorities under control?
9. How can the group pray for you? 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. How can getting your priorities in order help you to positively influence someone else for the Lord?

4. Talk about your Life Groups plans for inviting new people from your Community’s Connection Event back to your life group.  Make sure everyone understands the importance of being at the event and serving as a host to new people.
5. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
