Getting Our Mind Under Control!
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of April 6-12, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “If you were given a budget to produce a one hour TV show, what would you do and with whom?” We are in the midst of a series titled Life Under Control! In this series, we are talking about living a life under the Lordship of Jesus and the control of the Holy Spirit.” Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Proverbs 4:20-27.
1. What kind of advise have you received from your parents? Is (or was) it similar to what the writer of this Proverb tells his son in this passage? 
2. What does it mean to “guard your heart”? How can you do that?
3. What does it mean to say that your heart is the “wellspring of life”?
4. What kind of perversity and corruptness comes from the mouth and lips? How can we avoid this in our lives?
5. What is dangerous about not letting “your eyes look straight ahead” and not fixing “your gaze directly before you”? 
6. What are some steps we can take to get our minds under control? Why would this be important to the Lord? 

7. What do you think are the greatest challenges that people (even Christian people)  face in having a mind that is under the control of the Holy Spirit?
8. How can the group pray for you? 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Think of one way that you have let your mind wander from things that are pure and holy. Pray silently, asking the Lord to forgive you and to help you overcome those thoughts.
