LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of May 11-17, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What TV mom is or was your mom most like?” We are beginning a series titled, “Generations.” In this series, we are looking at the influence people of each generation have on the others. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Proverbs 31:10-31.
1. Can any woman be as perfect as the woman mentioned in this passage? 
2. How could men and women benefit from aspiring to attain the character traits of this woman?
3. What things are mentioned that this woman does that you don’t do or think you could never do? 
4. What kind of life do you see this woman living? Is she a housewife? Could she be something else?
5. What would you say about her work ethic? How does your work ethic compare?
6. Verse 23 says, “Her husband is respected at the city gate.” What does she do that causes her husband to be respected? 
7. How should this woman be rewarded by those she loves? How have you rewarded those in your life who have worked hard to take care of and provide for you?
8. How can the group pray for you? 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Write down one thing the Lord has shown you that you need to change or do as a result of this study.

4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
