LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of May 25-31, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “If you could instantly be any age for one year, what age would you choose and why?” We are in the midst of a series titled, “Generations.” In this series, we are looking at the influence people of each generation have on the others. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Proverbs 23:24-25 & Ephesians 6:1-3.
1. What are some characteristics of teens in our nation today? What troubles you and what do you see that is positive?
2. How would you describe a wise and righteous person? How can we be wise and righteous?
3. Have you brought joy or heartache to your parents? What can you do to bring them joy?
4. Is it hard for children/teens to obey their parents? Is it harder today than it used to be? Why or why not?
5. What do you think about the promise that if you honor your parents, you will have long life and things will go well with you?
6. How do parents provoke their children to anger? Why would they do that? How can they avoid doing that?

7. What can you do to repair a poor relationship with your parents and/or your teens? 
8. How can the group pray for you? 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Think of a family you know that may be struggling with parent/child relationships. Make a commitment to pray for them this week and/or to call and see how they are doing.
