The Kind of Marriage Nobody Wants
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of June 1-7, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “If you could instantly be any age for one year, what age would you choose and why?” We are beginning a series titled, “Why Marriage?” In this series, we are looking at the importance of healthy marriages. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read I Samuel 25:1-3, 2 Samuel 6:12-16, Hosea 3:1-3.
1. You may have heard people say that a marriage is something you have to work on. What do you think about that statement?
2. People in any kind of relationship can experience rejection. How have you handled rejection in your life? What advise would you give someone who is dealing with rejection?
3. Again, people in any kind of relationship can become bitter and mean toward one another. How did that bitterness affect you and your other relationships? How have you overcome bitterness toward someone in your life?
4. Selfishness is at the core of most of our relationship struggles. What are ways in which you have struggled with selfishness?  What does the Lord do in Hosea’s life to have him act in an unselfish fashion? 
5. In 2 Samuel 6:16, David’s wife, Mical, despised David in her heart. What do you think was the underlying reason for this? What role do you think Satan played? 
6. Satan would like nothing better than to ruin our relationships. What can we do to protect our relationships from his attacks?
7. What steps do you need to take to mend relationships and forgive others in your life? 
8. How can the group pray for you? 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
