LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of June 15-21, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What is your favorite romantic song or movie?” We are in the midst of a series titled, “Why Marriage?” In this series, we are looking at the importance of healthy marriages. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read I Peter 3:1-7, Ephesians 5:25-33.
1. How would you describe the perfect man? (And you can’t just say, “Jesus”).
2. According to 1 Peter 3:7, what can hinder a man’s prayers? How does this hinder his prayers?
3. How can a husband honor his wife? 

4. What can a Godly man do to be more affirming and encouraging of the people in his life?
5. What steps should a man take to be the spiritual leader in his home if he has not been?  How can his family be supportive and affirming of this?
6. According to Scripture, men have the responsibility of providing for the family (I Timothy 5:8). Is this fair? Why is this important? How difficult is this in our culture today?
7. How can you be an encouragement to the dad/husband in your life this week?
8. How can the group pray for you? 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
