The Kind of Marriage Everybody Wants
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of June 22-28, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “If you could live anywhere in the world, where would you live?” We are in the midst of a series titled, “Why Marriage?” In this series, we are looking at the importance of healthy marriages. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Genesis 2:18-25.
1. What word would you use to describe a Godly marriage?
2. What do you think God meant in verse 20 by referring to Eve as a “suitable helper?” How would it make you feel to be referred to in that way?
3. What can we learn about men and women from this passage? How does it apply to your life?
4. How well do you think God understood Adam’s needs and desires? How well do you think God understands your needs and desires?
5. Eve was a gift to Adam. How are husbands and wives a gift to one another?
6. Why was a relationship with God not enough for Adam? How is the marriage relationship symbolic of the intimacy that God desires with us?
7. How can this discussion have a positive impact on the relationships in your life?
8. How can the group pray for you? 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
