The Kind of Life Every Single Person Wants
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of June 29- July 5, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What were you working on this time last year that is still not complete?” We are in the midst of a series titled, “Why Marriage?” In this series, we are looking at the importance of healthy marriages. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read I Corinthians 7:32-36.
1. The Apostle Paul’s concern in this passage is that we live a life of devotion to the Lord. What does that mean to you? What are some ways that we can fail or succeed at putting Jesus first in our lives?
2. How can marriage be a distraction from the Lord? If married, how have you struggled with this? If single, how would being married affect your current devotion to the Lord?
3. What are the “affairs of this world” that are referred to by Paul? What specific cares pull us away from the Lord regardless of our marital status?
4. What can a married couple or family do to keep the Lord first in their home and family? What can a single person do to keep the Lord first in his/her life?
5. Why does the Lord want such focused devotion? Why does He desire to be first in our lives?
6. Why is it a bad idea for a Christian to date or marry and unbeliever?
7. What needs to take place in your home (whether single or married) to put and/or keep the Lord central?
8. How can the group pray for you? 
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
