Touching Heaven – Transforming Earth!
LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of July 6-12, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “complete?” We are beginning a series titled, “Touching Heaven – Transforming Earth!” In this series, we will be discussing how to have a meaningful prayer life. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Matthew 6:5-8.
1. Does this passage mean that a Christian shouldn’t pray in public? How has the lack of prayer in public places (school, work, etc) impacted our culture?
2. How can our private prayer time have a positive impact on our culture?
3. What are some things that keep our prayers from being heard?
4. If God knows what we need before we ask, why pray? 
5. In Matthew 7:7, Jesus tells us to “ask, seek, and knock.” When did you go through a time of asking, seeking, and knocking where the Lord answered your prayers? How long did you have to ask, seek, and knock?
6. How do we benefit from going to God in prayer? What have you found to be beneficial to you personally?
7. How can we help and pray for one another to be able to take our quiet time with the Lord to the next level?
*Daily devotional resources: Pastor Dennis’ devotional book (available in our church bookstore), the “Grow” book that is given out in our “I Want to Know” class, www.crosswalk.com (where you can sign up for email devotions), “My Utmost for His Highest” by Oswald Chambers (available in Christian stores and online).
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
