Sugar Daddy or Super Daddy?
Life Group Agenda for the week of July 27-August 2, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What is your favorite vacation destination?” We are in the midst of a series titled, “Touching Heaven – Transforming Earth.” In this series we will be discussing how to have a meaningful prayer life.  Let’s pray for our Church at this time.

WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Matthew 6:9-13 & 31-33.

1. Can you think of a time in your life when you saw God as a “sugar daddy” or Santa Claus type of being?

2. We are focusing today on Matthew 6:11, “Give us today our daily bread.” Can you name some people on whom you have or now depend on in your life? For what kinds of things do you depend on these people?
3. In the United States, we have a hard time imagining what it would be like to actually be totally dependent on God for our next meal. How do you think Americans would handle life if bread (or our next meal) was not easily and readily available to us?
4. This verse is of course about more than bread or food. It is about depending on God for all that we need. Can you describe a time when you had no where else to turn but to God? How do you perceive that God came through for you? Or did God answer in a way that did not line up with your expectations?  
5. What about the “daily bread” of others? How can we focus on praying for the needs of others and not just ourselves?
6. What do you need to do to put your dependence on God rather than other people or other things? How can you help others do the same?
7. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
