Medal Winners – Make Good Choices!
Life Group Agenda for the week of August 17-23, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Have you ever been in a fight (like a real fist fight) – How did it turn out?” We are beginning a series titled, “Medal Winners.” In this series we will be discussing the kinds of things that real winners do in life.  Let’s pray for our Church at this time.

WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Exodus 2:11-22 & Hebrews 11:24-29.
1. Why do some people consistently make bad choices in life?
2. In the Exodus passage, why do you think Moses made the choice to kill the Egyptian? Why did he then get involved in the dispute between two Hebrews?
3. If you saw two of your relatives mistreating each other, how would you respond? Why?
4. Why did Moses run away? Did the decision to run make Moses look innocent and wise or guilty? Do you think you would have fled the scene?
5. What character traits do you see evident in Moses in these two scenes? What character traits cause us to make bad choices?
6. When making an important decision, to whom or what do you turn for counsel? How does your choice in counsel impact your decision?
7. What do you do to “hide God’s Word in your heart” so that you can make the best decisions?
8. How can we pray for one another this week to make the best choices?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
