LIFE Group Agenda for the Week of Dec. 30, 2007-Jan. 5, 2008
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. Ask, “What do you look back on as the happiest days of your life? We are beginning a series titled I Need a Miracle!  In this emphasis we are talking about our dependence on the supernatural intervention of God in our lives. Let’s pray for our Church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Philippians 4:10-19 and Malachi 3:10.
1. What is Paul’s secret to contentment? Where do you think he learned this? 

2. How can we learn this contentment? What keeps you from being content?
3. What is the closest you’ve come to experiencing what Paul talks about here in Philippians?
4. What can we learn from the Philippians passage about both contentment and giving and receiving help from others?
5. Read verse 19 of Philippians 4. How have you experienced God coming to your aid just in the nick of time?

6. How had Malachi’s peers robbed God? Can we be accused of robbing God?
7. How can we honor God with our possessions?
8. How can the group pray for you?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

1. Think of ways that you may be robbing God. Pray to Him, asking his forgiveness and repenting of those actions. Commit to change those areas with His help. 
2. On January 7th, we will begin our annual 21 Day Prayer and Fasting emphasis. Prayer and Fasting guides are available. Pray about how you can participate as an individual and/or as a family.
3. Plan to attend worship each Sunday of the “I Need a Miracle” sermon series.

4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
