Kid’s Slot –  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1March 9th – March 15th 2008   
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OVERVIEW: The children will realize that as Christians, they are part of a spiritual family.
PREPARATION: You will need pencils, pens, photocopies of the “Family Word Search” activity sheets, your NIV Bible and the Children’s Prayer Notebook.  Make sure you write the children’s prayer requests in the “Prayer Notebook.”
BIBLE STORY & VERSE: John 3:16, Romans 10:9-10, and 1 Corinthians 12:13
ICEBREAKER: Ask:  “What is something that you and your family do together that you enjoy?”

READ: “Jamie’s Spiritual Family” Bible Story (on the other side)

QUESTIONS TO ASK:
1. How did Jamie (or you, or anyone else) become part of 

God’s family?  (By being born again, asking Jesus into your 

heart).
2.  How are a new baby and a new Christian alike?

a.   A new Christian needs to breathe by praying.

b.   A new Christian needs to eat by reading God’s word.

c. A new Christian needs to exercise by telling others about 

Jesus.

d. A new Christian grows in Christ in his attitudes & 

actions.

e. A new Christian needs to stay warm in fellowship with 

other Christians.
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Jamie was so excited.  His father had just called from the hospital.  “You have a new baby sister,” he said.  “She was born during the night.  We named her Angela.  Your mother and the baby are resting now, but they are doing well.”


“When can I see her?”  Jamie asked.


“We can go to the hospital during visiting hours this evening,” his father answered.  “I’ll be coming to pick you up soon.”  “Good,” said Jamie.  “I want to tell you about something that happened to me last night.”


When Jamie’s parents had gone to the hospital last evening, he went to spend the night at his friend Todd’s house.  Jamie saw Todd reading his Bible and praying before he went to bed.  When Jamie asked about it, Todd said he did this every night since he became a Christian.  “Would you  tell me how I can become a Christian, too?”  asked Jamie.  “I wanted to ask Jesus to come into my heart, but I thought maybe I was too young.” 


“Of course,”  said Todd.  “But…you’re not too young.  The plan of salvation is easy to understand.  If I can do it, you can, too.”  In his Bible, he found John 3:16 and Romans 10:9-10.  The boys read these verses together.  Then Todd helped Jamie pray and Jamie asked Jesus to be his Lord and Savior and the “boss” of his life!
“Now you’re ‘born again’ into God’s family,” said Todd.  “That means we’re brothers in the Lord.”

“Great!” said Jamie.  “I can’t wait to tell my parents.  I think they will be happy.”


When Jamie’s father came back from the hospital, Jamie gave him a big hug.  “I’m glad you’re here, Dad.  I’m glad Angela was born, and Mom’s all right.  And guess what, Dad?  Last night at Todd’s house, I asked Jesus to come into my heart.  Now I’m born again!” he said excitedly.


Jamie thought he saw tears of joy in his dad’s eyes.  “I’m so glad you decided to give your life to Jesus,” his father said.  “Now we have a new baby girl, and a baby Christian in our family.”


“I’m not a baby!” Jamie said.  “I’m six years old.  I’m not even the baby of the family anymore, since Angela was born.”


“I know you’re not a baby,” said his father.  “You’re growing to be a fine young man, and I’m proud of you.  But when you’re born again into God’s family, you’re a baby Christian, no matter what age you are.  There are some ways that a new baby and a new Christian are alike.  Let’s go to the hospital to see Mom and Angela.  Maybe that will help you understand.”


When they got to the hosptial, Jamie’s mother was sitting up in bed.  “Hi, big brother!”  She said.  “How’s my boy?”  “Fine,” said Jamie.  “But where is Angela?”  “She’s down the hall in the nursery.  She’s in a little bed called an incubator.  We can go and see her now,”  Jamie’s mother said.


The family walked down the hall and looked into a window.  There was Angela, in her little bed.  She was wrapped in a blanket and looked so small and tender.

“She’s looks so tiny,” Jamie said.  “Is she going to be all right?”


“The doctor says Angela will be fine,” his mother replied.  “Angela was born a bit early.  She has to be kept warm in this incubator for a few days.  As soon as she is breathing, eating, and growing on her own, we can bring her home.  You can visit her every day until then.”


“I’m going to pray for her every day that she will breathe, eat, stay warm, and grow,”  said Jamie.  “Now that I’m a new Christian, I want to pray for our baby.  Welcome to our family, Angela.”


“And welcome to God’s family, Jamie,” his mother said softly.  “The things Angela needs are the same things you need as a baby Christian,”  Jamie’s father explained.


“First, you need to ‘breathe,’ by praying and talking to God every day.  Then you need to ‘eat,’ by reading and listening to God’s Word.  A baby also needs exercise to stay healthy.  You can exercise spiritually by sharing your faith or telling others about Jesus.  When you do all these things, you will ‘grow’ by becoming like Christ in your attitude and actions.”


“Now I think I understand,”  Jamie said.  “But what about staying warm?”


“The way you stay warm is by getting together with other Christians.  They are your ‘spiritual’ family,”  his father said.


“Todd told me he is my brother in the Lord,” said Jamie, “Does that mean that all the people in our Life Group are my ‘spiritual’ family?”


“Yes,”  Jamie’s dad said, “and we will look forward to meeting with them tomorrow night to share our exciting news.”


“Two new babies!”  Jamie exclaimed.  “Baby Angela, and—I guess I don’t mind if you call me a baby Christian.  I’m glad I have a family, and a spiritual family to help me grow!”
